Daksha Elliot and Rebecca Sekyere, sickle cell and thalassaemia nurses, employed by the University Hospital of Leicester NHS Trust, for their project, Improving the health care of children with Sickle Cell Disease. The project worked in schools to improve understanding among parents, teachers and children about how to manage this debilitating condition more effectively. 
Victoria Winson, a psychologist, Gavin Mess, RMN, and Zoe Pirie, employed by North East London NHS Foundation Trust, for their project, Young at Heart: Meeting the mental health needs of older men. The project worked with isolated older men living in Barking and Dagenham who are at risk of a variety of mental health problems; a wide range of activities were carried out and significant data gathered, with the result that the project is continuing its important work. 
Catherine Mitton, a school nurse employed by Central Manchester Foundation Trust, and Helen McLoughlin, a teacher, from Ashgate Specialist Support School for their project, Working Together for Health. The project improved the dental health, diet and physical activity of children with Autistic Spectrum disorder at the school; lessons learned are now being applied throughout Manchester. 
Alison Lewis a health visitor from Warwickshire PCT, for her project entitled ‘English for Health’. The project helped reduce dependence on A&E departments by patients whose first language was not English by educating them about treatment alternatives.
